Simplified Guidelines for Parliamentary Procedure

Voting Definitions
Majority: more than half the votes cast; used in elections and on most motions.

Two-thirds: 2/3 of the votes cast; used with motions only.

General Consent: this is a shortcut in voting. It permits the assembly to take action without going through the process of a regular vote.

This method should be used with all motions on which there seems to be a general agreement among the members. 

Voting Information

Methods of voting:


1. “Aye” (sounds like EYE) and “No”; also used are “Yay” and “Nay”


2. Show of hands


3. Standing up


4. Secret ballots (used mostly in elections)


5. Roll Call vote (members respond when name is called)

Other Need-to-Knows:


1. The President may vote to break a tie but should try to remain impartial.


2. Officers all have the right to vote.
