Any other
shows the participant may wish to enter (Colorado State Fair) is at the manager’s discretion, with all fees the
responsibility of the participant.

The cost of the 4-H Lease program to the participant is $ per month, through September 200,
payable to the 4-H Lease manager.

All costs of fencing, housing, feeding and yearly health care shall be the responsibility of the manager. The
participant may borrow show supplies from the manager or others within the project.
