Educational Contact Requirement

For each NPM credit course taken, volunteers commit to teach at least 20 people about native plants using information learned in the course (ten per course if first course prior to 2008.)  The contact requirement must be met by November 15 in the year the course is taken.  To be certified, volunteers must cumulate 60 contacts (30 if first course prior to 2008).  Certified Native Plant Masters must report a cumulative 120 contacts every two years to remain certified (60 if first course prior to 2008).  If you forget to include contacts on the current report, simply include those contacts on the next report. CSU Extension volunteers who report educational contacts to another Extension program, (e.g. Master Gardener, Energy Master etc.) need to select the program to report contacts to on a case-by-case basis in order to avoid double reporting.
In order to get credit for contacts, the title of the program given does not need to be specifically about native plants as long as some information learned from the NPM courses is used in the program.  For example, a program about non-native weeds could be counted.  CSU Extension volunteers who report educational contacts to another Extension program, (e.g. Master Gardener, Energy Master etc.) need to select the program to report contacts to on a case-by-case basis in order to avoid double reporting.

You may begin counting educational contacts any time after the first session of the first course you take.    Public programs may be team-taught with another volunteer and each volunteer may count one half of the total program participants towards the contact requirement.  Educational contacts from programs taught for agencies other than your own also may be counted.  

You may count educational contacts that you make either during scheduled public programs or outside of formal scheduled programs (see two columns above).  Examples of scheduled contacts are those made during a formal public program.  Examples of unscheduled contacts are those you make while roving on the trail, at the front desk of your agency or outside of a public setting, for example, wildflower walks or educational information you provide for your friends or neighbors. 
The cumulative educational contact requirement for certification or the biannual requirement to maintain certification can also be met by any one of the following:  an actively maintained website or blog, published article or an aired TV show, radio or video program.
