Thursday, May 24: Last Art Meeting. We will be sculpting with polymer clay. I don't currently have anyone signed up for snacks for this meeting. Any volunteers?!

 

Tuesday, May 29: Make doggie treats for Taz. Sheri Weinman has made the awesome move of setting up a visit for us all to meet Taz the Wonderdog, Danelle Ballengee's lifesaver. We are squeezing this event in today and I know it probably won't work for everyone. If one of the girls is unable to attend but still wants to make the biscuits, let me know and I will pass along a recipe or two. 

 

Thursday, May 31: 4:30 p.m., Silverthorne Rec Center. We will meet Danelle and Taz today, and deliver our yummy doggie treats to Taz. Be sure to remind the girls that Taz does not live with kids, so we should try not to overwhelm him with hugs. He is a friendly guy, and we will all get to pet him, but we don't want to scare him with 11 sets of little hands! I will be sure to have my camera on hand so that we can capture the moments for our record books--this will be our community outreach project for the year. I'm guessing we'll be done by 5 pm or so (Sue, I can bring Mary Frances back to my house on this day). 

 

Thursday, June 7: 4-H demonstrations and record book help. Emily Burke is signed up for snacks for this meeting.

 

Thursday, June 21: 4-H demonstrations and record book help. I will send home a checklist to ensure that all projects are completed. Any volunteers for snacks on this day?!

 

Friday, June 29 and Saturday, June 30: 4-H Exhibit Days! All projects and record books need to be completed by Friday, June 29! I believe the judging will be held on Friday. If anyone is having trouble completing any of the projects or information required, please let me know--I will be in town the entire month and can help on an individual basis if necessary. I hope everyone will have a chance to get over to the community center to see the exhibits. The girls' quilts, baked goods, and art projects will be on display for the entire community to enjoy! 

 

Demonstration Reminder:  Please remember that demonstrations are a very important component of the 4-H experience, and all members are expected to do one. It does NOT have to be difficult! Tricks for separating an egg, cutting vegetables, sewing on a button, short speech (with some visual examples) about an art concept, etc. are sufficient. I am hoping that all the girls will have an idea in mind by our next meeting on May 21. They need to prepare a 2-3 minute demonstration at home, and present it to our club on June 7 or 21. I will have a sign-up sheet at the next meeting for them to list the demonstration they want to do. Call or e-mail me with any questions if you're not sure what is expected. If the June dates don't work for you, please let me know ASAP. It is important that the demonstration is performed in front of a group! 

 

Record Books: We went over these at a past meeting, but I'm sure the girls have lots of information to add that was done outside of the meeting, especially in Foods. They can simply attach the Foods Records they kept in the cupboard to the official record book, and if they did any extra sewing, this should be recorded as well. The two June meetings will allow some extra time to work on these, but some work may have to be done at home to complete them. 

 

Art Portfolios:  We were able to devote very little time to this project, but I know all the girls have done a lot of art outside of our club. I think nearly all have a sketchbook in hand by now. Please encourage them to doodle, draw, stamp, color, place cool artwork from magazines, etc in these books--they will be a part of the final project. Also, they can use any artwork they may have created in school. Simply gather any of their favorite drawings, paintings, etc into a large folder, and this too can be a part of their art record book. We will be displaying the decoupage picture frames and the clay sculptures as well.
