(  Sharp Fabric Sheers


(  Straight Pins with large heads


(  Pin Holder—magnetic or cushion


(  60” Tape Measure


(  Seam Ripper


(  Closable Container to hold tools

(  Sewing Machine in good working order 

(If the machine hasn’t been used for awhile, oil and clean out lint, then thread sewing machine and make sure it is working)


(  Sewing Machine instruction booklet with your name on it.


(  Basic Zigzag Presser Foot for sewing machine


(  Cord and Foot Control to operate sewing machine


(  One or more Bobbin(s)

If “girls”sizes don’t fit, then get the larger McCalls 6251
Note:  The patterns are NOT one-size-fits-all, so choose the size group suitable for you.

Fabric:


A cotton flannel or cotton blend light weight fabric is usually most suitable for this project.  The pattern envelope lists “suggested fabrics”.  Buy the amount listed for your size.  

Note:  We will make the top as our second project, so if you want it to match the pants, get the fabric also.  I can see this pattern for pajamas or outer wear, depending on the fabric choice.

Notions:  (all the other sewing needs for this project) 

Look on the back of envelope under “notions” for other needs, such as thread, elastic, etc.

Fabric and Notions for Project – Purchase fabric, wash as directed on fabric bolt, and bring to class.  The pattern envelope lists suggested fabrics and necessary notions.  The pant may be shortened if you desire and may require less fabric.
